Increasing heating costs force us to think about
thermal insulation of buildings. Because the fuel
prices were low in the second part of the last century
the main focus was on the sanitary conditions of the
external walls. The economical value of the walls was
on the background. As a result we have the current
situation — the buildings that were built in those
times in our region have 3-5 times lesser thermal
transmittance in comparison to the Scandinavian
data. The energy consumption and the operating
costs are therefore high. In one harsh winter the
energy amount that evaporates into the air through a
100 m® surface of the fagade can exceed tens of
thousands kilowatt-hours. The insufficient thermal
insulation or the poor quality of the facade can cause
moulding and dampness.

The building technologies in recent years have
begun to move in different direction, the importance
of framed houses is growing in comparison to the
buildings with bearing external walls. The demand for
light, trustworthy and high-quality outer lining is
growing.

The benefits that come from correct implementation
are hard to measure in terms of money. The
economical use of energy and fossil resources that
cause greenhouse gas emissions is also important.
